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1) Stack:


a) Think of the word as if you were to stack something on top of each other.


    Now you know that a stack is in the vertical position.

2) Soil / Waste Stack:


a) The word waste is considered to be primarily liquids.


b) The word soil is considered to convey fecal matter (solids).


c) The word stack means it is vertical. 


d) A soil and waste stack are typically the same pipe installed in a building. A separate 

                stack is not required for soil and waste.


e) A soil or waste stack is the vertical extension of the building drain.


f ) Soil or waste stack changes name and becomes the stack vent on the top floor.


g) Receives soil or waste from horizontal drains.

3) Stack Vent:


a) Think about what the two words are indicating, it is a vent for a stack.


b) The stack vent is the vent for a soil and waste stack.


c) It terminates through the roof


d) It begins where the soil or waste stack ends (is an extension of). 


e) It must be the same size of the soil or waste stack.

4) Vent Stack:


a) A vertical dry piping system that receives other vents.


b) Is the opposite of a soil or waste stack (it does not receive soil or waste).


c) Provides air circulation in the piping system.


d) Begins below the lowest horizontal soil or waste drain (branch interval).


e) Terminates through the roof or connects to the stack vent.
